Grading

Homework, Quizzes, and Tests

Short, “daily quizzes” will be given a few times a week which will be worth around 6-10 points.  These may contain material from previous chapters.  Regular quizzes will be worth between 40 and 60 points.  Tests will be given at the end of each chapter to be worth 100 points.  Point values for projects will vary depending on the project itself.
