Course Description

This is an accelerated course which provides an in-depth study of the structure of the number system; use of algebraic operations and functions; and quadratic equations, functions, and relations. Application of algebraic methods to practical situations is a focus of this course. This class prepares students for Algebra II Honors.

Grading

Your quarter grade will be determined by total points and rounded to the nearest whole percent.  For example, 98.5% or higher rounds to 99%.  Lower than half a percent rounds down.  Each quarter grade will be worth 37.5% and the semester exam will be worth 25% to calculate your semester grade.

Regular quizzes will be worth between 40 and 60 points.  Tests will be given at the end of each chapter to be worth 100 points.
