Welcome Back ARTISTS!  I have missed you!  The summer flew by but that is nothing compared to how fast this school year will zip by, so let’s get ready for the ride, shall we! ( Projects! Projects! Projects! Twenty is, in fact, your magic number!  Of course you need to do outstanding work, hone your existing skills and develop a plethora of new media skills and techniques as well as learn to write and discuss your work and that of others.  It is crunch time guys and I know each and every one of you is up to the challenge! I have huge expectations for all of you! There is so much talent in this room, I can feel the room expanding to accommodate it!!! Look around, …you will notice I have worked really hard to get ready for this year to commence!
You are the cream of the crop in Visual Art and seasoned veterans( here at SHG!  For many of you, this is your third year with me and I know that you know all the rules! You also know me and my temperament, so we shouldn’t have to do any time consuming battles over deadlines, critiques, behavior, tardies, classroom performance, cell phones, bathroom breaks or apathy!  By now you already recognize the need to be prepared for class before you get here, to get to class on time, to work on your stuff when you’re here, and to take it home when you need to meet those impending deadlines!!! Oh yeah, be pleasant, responsible individuals and you will find me deeply appreciative.  Generally my Art IV classes get it.  They know how to behave and they are usually advanced enough to be deeply engaged, but as a quick reminder, See the list of possible issues below. If the issue isn’t on this list below, just activate your imagination:  
For drama, let’s Start out with me being in a crabby mood,….then ask yourself: How is this going to go down with MS M?  If it doesn’t seem like a good outcome in your imagination, then it probably won’t be too good in reality either,…so change that behavior in question before we have to go there(!  
1. No cell phones out (and texting) in my class. I will confiscate the phone and call your parents in to get it back.  Then I will lobby them to drop your unlimited texting option, after all no text plan means you will not be texting while your driving too (!  Also no cell phones or purses to the restroom, so don’t even try.
2. Since were already on the subject of the bathroom, make sure I am not your designated bathroom break every day, (go between your classes) or at lunch, or if you must,  I would much rather you come in and drop off your books & tell me where your going and then go before our class begins, then you aren’t taking ten minutes of class time away (ten minutes to get stuff out, ten minutes to clean stuff up and ten minutes to hang out in the bathroom only leaves 20 minutes to work on art and that is if you don’t spend 10 minutes chatting about what you did Friday night!).  You really need the time to finish your work! 
3. Don’t use a piece of equipment until I have given you specifically the OK. Then take all precautions,…safety glasses masks, gloves, tie back hair and get loose clothing or jewelry out of the way.  Make sure you are not endangering others or their projects!  If I find you working unauthorized and/or without proper safety attire, you will be banned from that piece of equipment for the semester. This could be a devastating situation given your project count so remember to be safe!
4. Be kind to others, I will take care of the hassling end of their lives in here!

5. Get here on time. You need every minute we can pull out of this year!
6. DON’T LEAVE ME YOUR MESS!!! Clean off your table/desk, cleanup your brushes etc. (use soap and your fingers!) and put them away! If I catch you leaving your mess or leaving brushes laying at the sink for me, or the next class to clean up, you get to come in for a week and clean all of the tables, dirty brushes and the sinks!  I am not your maid!!!
7. Work in my class on my assignments! No big focus on just conversations about what happened over the weekend, the night before or at lunch or doing some other teacher’s homework!.  You know I don’t mind if you talk when I am not talking, but keep it down and make sure your working diligently on the project at hand!
8. Music?  Iplay ABE on the radio, suffer through!  If there is not music, check with me, it may be off because I need to do some talking.  If I give you the okay, you can choose something or even bring in a CD,  IF IT IS CLASSROOM APPROPRIATE, then adjust the volume to what I call a reasonable level, if I have to keep turning it down, we’ll just shut it off(!!! 10. NAHS and SHG ART Club:  I NEED YOU,…ALL OF YOU! BOTH GIRLS & THE GUYS to get these projects done.  We do have fun, we meet on Tues. and Thurs after school.(BUT IF YOU HAVE CONFLICTS TALK TO ME AND MAYBE WE CAN WORK OUT AN ALTERNATE SCHEDULE FOR YOU as we usually end up working quite often on Mon. & Wed too!) We also have a trip to Chicago in Feb, that is usually fun and definitely a learning experience (, but you have to have 5 hours of service in to go, so spread it out over a couple back drops, cookies, ornaments and preview night and it really isn’t hard to get.
11. Help me out every now and then.  Pick up something that isn’t yours, clean a sink, or sweep up a mess, pick up the paper scraps and put them away in a scrap box.  If you be nice to me, I’ll be nice to you!
12. Have a good, productive and enlightening year, read the handouts, ask questions, do your work and add in your positive contributions to our discussions! No logos or internet images, and no sports emblems or signs will be accepted, unless by some slim chance, I give you specifically the OK to include it in one of your own designs as part of it! Remember stealing someone else’s image is not art, it is theft and you shouldn’t be patting yourself on the back for your great work if it isn’t really yours! 
GRADING: You must complete the required 20 projects each (including each of the written self-critiques), then each project is evaluated on all of the five objectives below. Failure to complete a project may result in a zero for that project. Just getting something done does not mean you get an A.
Objective 1: Student exhibits that he or she can analyze and evaluate both student and professional works, assess how aesthetic qualities are used to convey intent, expressive ideas and/or meaning and impart this knowledge in their own work. 
Objective 2:   Student works will show understanding of how different art forms combine to create an interdisciplinary work (e.g., musical theatre, opera or cinematography) and show such consideration in the  design concepts of their own work.
Objective 3: Student practices concept behaviors expressing their ability to analyze and evaluate how the choice of media, tools, technologies and processes support and influence the communication of their ideas within the project.
Objective 4: Student will demonstrate knowledge and skills that communicate clear and focused ideas based on planning, research, personal expression and problem solving.
Objective 5: Student will create and present a complex work of art using a variety of techniques, technolo​gies and resources and independent decision making processes.
