Art III (H) Expectations and Grades

Hi! Welcome!  … or to many of you, “Welcome Back!” I hope you had a wonderful summer break, I did, but must admit I missed you!  I am ready to jump in and begin a creative, productive and fun journey for this school year!  I hope you are as well!  If you had me before you should already know what I expect and how I handle accomplishments and disappointments, but a refresher always helps especially when starting out with a sparkling clean slate!
1. As juniors and seniors, most of you as seasoned veterans at SHG and the SHG Art rooms,...you know what the SHG rules are (dress code, tardies etc.),…just don’t break them!   If you adhere to the rules, you will enjoy my respect and admiration for your maturity and self-discipline skills! If you break the SHG rules, expect me to take the appropriate SHG disciplinary action for infraction(s) of the rule(s).  If you break my Art room rules, you will find yourself in the unfortunate situation of serving workroom detentions.  How many will be based on the crime (. I am strong opponent to texting, so I highly recommend you refrain from that activity in my room. Not only will I confiscate the phone, but further I will lobby your parents to cancel the text package on the phone, …after all no texting package means you will also not be texting while driving, which is illegal! (
2. Come to class prepared, Art Folder, your pencil, sketches, assignments etc. You will have a drawer to keep stuff in if you can’t remember to haul it back and forth, but if you show up without the necessary class materials, I will give detentions, not locker passes this year!

3. Keep ALL your handouts in an Art Folder.  You will need them at later dates.
4. Raise your hand and wait until your turn if you need assistance. 
5. Actively Participate with a positive attitude and put forth effort.
6. And…In the words of so many of my own studio professors, 

“PRODUCTION!  PRODUCTION! PRODUCTION!”
7. Respect the materials and equipment of the art classroom! I hope you recognize the superb array of equipment, materials and other art resources available to SHG art students.  You are very lucky to have such fine resources!  Take care of them! In Art III we begin to handle materials and equipment that can injure you in short order if you are foolish. This is not a playground and I am not your babysitter, so Don’t horse around!!
· Always use the appropriate safety equipment such as goggles and gloves and take all safety precautions when using equipment that warrants such extra measures 

      ( ask if your not certain).
· Do not attempt to use any equipment that you have not been checked out on by me, including safety instructions.  In other words, no training, then don’t touch it!

· No loose hair, no loose clothing, no dangling jewelry when power tools, torches or potter’s wheels are being used.
·  Always clean up after yourself completely and if you spill something, wipe it up immediately!

·  Always put away your equipment, tools and unused materials correctly.
· Clean your brushes and other equipment thoroughly. (Use soap).
· Do not remove materials from the art room without permission.  

· Monday-Thursday cleanup will commence at ten minutes before the end of class, no sooner, no later unless by my direction.
8. Never handle another student’s art work without their expressed permission.
9. CRITIQUE - I view art as a language.  While a message or idea in an artwork may seem implicit based on your own experiences and environment, realize that everyone does not have the same experiences and environment and thus others may have a totally different read on the content of the piece. As an artist you must learn about how work is perceived by others, why someone does see it in a certain way and what you as an artist must consider and do to better communicate your own ideas visually to the rest of the world.   It is difficult to learn such information without the input, reactions and ideas from others. Everyone is required to give and receive critique remarks in a thoughtful, articulate, and courteous manner. There will be a focus on artistic terms and vocabulary. Discourteous, negatively flavored, hurtful remarks will not be tolerated (.  If such behavior occurs, two art room work detentions for the first offense, four art room work detentions for the second offense and a parental meeting for the third offense.
10. MUSIC PRIVELEDGES– Generally I prefer to have music in my studio(. I play ABE, so you’ll have to suffer. During studio periods, you may check with me for permission to use an iPod, but you must ask permission each time, keep the iPod at a reasonable level and no sharing with your neighbors. Also remember music is a privilege and if music becomes your focus in art class, and then expect me to turn it off! One additional warning, the administration had initiated a ban on IPODs for 1st quarter and I asked for an exception in my classes. Don’t blow your privilege by taking it anywhere else, we are walking on eggshells here already!
