Dear Parent,

Thank you for the investment you are making in your student’s future by providing a Catholic,
Dominican secondary education at Sacred Heart-Griffin. The 2010 Catholic Schools Week theme states,

his parents were paying for him to attend Sacred Heart-Griffin. After catching his breath, he quickly
thanked his mother and said, “It is worth every penny you are paying.” | trust that you and your student
agree with this wise young man.

To keep the facilities in prime condition, and to attract and retain highly qualified teachers, it is necessary
to increase tuition each year. The Board has set tuition for the 2010-2011 school year at $6,675 for
Catholic students and $7,150 for students of other religious traditions. Reductions for the second, third
and fourth child remain the same and are listed in the attached materials.

A major goal of our 2006 Strategic Plan is ““to strengthen our financial well-being to ensure the highest
level of academic opportunities can be provided to all students seeking a Catholic education.”  Thanks
to the work of the Advancement Office and the generosity of parents, grandparents, alumni and friends it
is possible to charge less than the actual per capita cost of educating a student. Interest earned on the
endowment along with monies raised through the Annual Fund, Mega-Raffle, Mostaccioli Dinner and the
Catholic School Appeal guarantee each student nearly $1,267 in financial aid.

We will make every effort to provide additional financial assistance to families who want their student to
receive a Catholic education and are unable to afford it. To facilitate families applying for it, we have
enclosed the FACTS Grant and Aid Assessment form. Please read the information carefully; if you
choose to apply for assistance, send in the completed form by March 15, 2010.

Enclosed are payment plan options. Please return the Tuition Investment Plan and registration fee of $150
per student by March 15.

FINANCIAL POLICIES
Sacred Heart-Griffin High School

The 2010-2011 Tuition Investment Plan form along with the 2010-2011 Registration Fee ($150 per child) should be
returned to SHG by all families, including those with an incoming freshman, by Monday MARCH 15. Return of this
form and payment of this fee by March 15 finalizes the student’ s registration at SHG for the 2010-2011 school year and
establishes the family’ s eligibility for 2010-2011 financial aid and scholar ship funds. In accordance with Illinois High
School Association regulations, no grants are awarded on the basis of athletic ability.

JUNE 15,2010 FIRST 2010-2011 TUITION PAYMENT

Thefirst tuition payment for all familiesis due JUNE 15, 2010. (June 5, 2010 or June 20, 2010 for families selecting the
FACTS Automatic Payment Plan.)

a Families selecting the ANNUAL PLAN receive a$100 discount if payment is received by June 1, 2010.
Thisdiscount isreduced if agrant isawarded. Families who do not meet the June 15, 2010 payment deadline
are subject to a $25 late-payment penalty.

b. Families selecting the SEMESTER PL AN receive a$50 discount if payments are received by June 1, 2010
and December 1, 2010. Thisdiscount isreduced if a grant isawarded. Families who do not meet the June 15,
2010 and/or December 15, 2010 payment deadlines are subject to a $25 late-payment penalty for each missed
payment.

c. Families selectingthe FACTSAUTOMATIC PAYMENT PLAN pay an enrollment fee of $38; $19 for a second
child; no charge for athird child. The FACTS enrollment should be completed no later than May 15, 2010.

d. Failureto meet the June, 2010 payment in ANY SHG TUITION INVESTMENT PLAN immediately places the
student’ sregistration, enrollment, and financial grants awarded at SHG in jeopardy.

PAYMENT POLICIESFOR THE 2010-2011 SCHOOL YEAR

Students whose tuition payments are not current throughout the school year incur the following status:

a. Not current as of June 15, 2010 and/or December 15, 2010: non-registration status for the 2010-2011 school year
and/or the 2010-2011 second semester.

b. Not current asof MAY 1, 2011: non-graduation status (seniors); non-registration status for the 2011-2012
school year (juniors, sophomores, freshmen); withholding of report cards and official transcripts (all students).

The 2010-2011 Registration Fee should be paid by March 15. Course and Graduation Fees should be paid on Books/Fees

Day, July 14.

Families with divorced or separated parents, each of whom accepts responsibility for a percentage of tuition and fees payments,
may select one of three plans (Annual/Semester/FACTS) for each parent. |f one parent failsto fulfill hisor her payment
obligations, the other parent must assume financial responsibility for thisdebt. All charges must be paid by the
completion of that current school year.

PARTICIPATION IN SHG FUND RAISERS

The one 2010-2011 all-school student fund raiser isthe Mostaccioli Dinner/Raffle. Each student is required to sell the
assigned quota. Any portion of the student quota not met will be charged to the student’ s 2010-2011 tuition account.

TUITION/FEE REFUNDS

Tuition is charged on aquarterly basis. Unused tuition payments are refunded at the time of a student’s withdrawal. No fees
arerefunded.

PROCEDURE FOR AWARDING FINANCIAL AID AND SCHOLARSHIPS

Only completed and verified applications will be reviewed by the Financial Aid/Scholarship Committee of
Sacred Heart-Griffin High School. All information will be considered confidential.

Grants are applied on a semester basis. Failureto meet any of the four conditions listed in Section A above
will cause theloss of all or a portion of financial aid/scholarship for that semester.

All applicantswill be notified by mail no later than May 1, 2010 as to their grant eligibility and amount.
Theamount of the grant will deter mine the discount allowed for early tuition payments.
