The first NCYC was held in the cities of Washington D.C. and San Francisco in the year 1983.  The event moved to a single conference format in Indianapolis for the 1991 conference and returned to the Indiana capital ten years later

Venue
The general sessions for the NCYC will be held at the brand new Sprint Canter.  Workshops and concurrent sessions will be held at the nearby  Convention Center.  Participants will be accommodated in over 5000 hotel rooms throughout the area. Activities
The schedule includes general and concurrent sessions addressing a wide variety of topics including forgiveness, Catholic spirituality and prayer, global issues, chastity, vocations, and leadership development. Participation
NCYC is open to all Catholic high school age youth and their chaperons. Students are often leaders in their local parishes, schools and/or diocese, though many are just beginning to connect to their faith.
