WHAT IS JOSHUA? JOSHUA is part of the Urban Mission Ministries, INC.  Urban Missions is an ecumenical Christian social service agency founded by the United Methodist Church in Steubenville, Ohio.  JOSHUA developed as part of a need in the local area.  It began in 1990.  Until 1997, the Franciscan University of Steubenville (Catholic) was a partner by providing free housing to the mission work team.  In 1997, the Catholic Diocese of Steubenville and St. Anthony’s Parish donated their convent to the Urban Mission.  The convent can sleep 44 (like sardines in 10 rooms) and includes a kitchen, 2 dining rooms, showers and restroom facilities.  There is no air conditioning.

WHAT DO WE DO?  The most common project is painting. Other jobs may include porch repair and rebuilding, ramp building, dry-walling, plastering, door and window repair and replacements, and general cleaning of both the inside and outside of the homes.  The experience also includes a day to serve in God’s Pantry with food distribution, serving a meal, help stock shelves in the warehouse, or work with children in their summer program.  Projects are not determined until after April

SUPERVISION?  There must be at least one adult (over 24) who will be on the project sites for every ten youth.  The preferred ratio is one adult per 6 students, depending upon the project.  Projects are determined according to the skill level of the adult.  JOSHUA provides an over-all site supervisor.

WHERE’S GOD? This is a “ministry first” experience.  Prayers and processing our experience on a daily basis is integral to the week.

FOOD? We come home each night HUNGRY! We provide for our own meals (except Monday morning –orientation breakfast – and a Thursday evening banquet.)  One of two of our adults serve as cooks.
FORMS and REGISTRATION? Please respond to the JOSHUA registration questions and return to Campus Ministry, along with a $75 deposit.  The deposit is refundable up until April 24th, should a student not be accepted or not be able to attend.  Additional SHG release forms and specific forms from JOSHUA will be provided later.

TRAVEL: We drive to Ohio and takes over 8-9 hours.  We rent vans and accept the offer of chaperone’s personal vehicles.

JOSHUA HOUSE RULES? The JOSHUA house has 14 rules. A couple of notable ones are: Curfew is 10 PM (NO ONE is outside after 10);  no food or drink off of the 1st floor (few people like mice or cockroaches);  when out of the house, you MUST be with a group of 4 or more with the adults knowing where you are going; only adults answers doors.  The house is in a run down, depressed neighborhood. Rules are for your own safety.

WHAT TO BRING?  A list will be provided later.  Items you may have, or are willing to donate to the group: Work gloves, goggles, paint brush, paint scraper, hammer, rags, bucket, paint roller/pans, power saw, power drill.  We have some supplies from past trips.  If you can provide any of the items, please inform Sr. Linda Mary 
COST?  JOSHUA costs $425 per person The hope is to raise all of the money for the trip through various fund-raisers.  This $425 breaks down as follows:  The JOSHUA program uses $175 per person for the house, work site coordination, supplies, and two meals. We need an additional $250 per person for food, transportation, covering chaperones, and supplies.  There are two means by which we are able to meet the $425/ person. 1) Fund-raisers 2) pay out of pocket, includes the $75 deposit.  Anyone willing to find and work on grants are welcome.
Chaperones are not expected to make out-of-pocket expenses.  Your gift of time and self are priceless contributions. Fundraising support, use of a vehicle, and donations are welcome.
