Peterman has good year
at Northwestern

SHG alum Eric Peterman had an outstanding football season
this year at Northwestern University. The 2005 SHG graduate
had previously led his SHG football team as their quarterback
during his junior year to the 5A State Championship game where
they lost to Joliet Catholic. As a senior, Eric was a second-team
All-State selection and was recruited by Northwestern University.

Msgr. Patrick J. Wright
1928-2007

On Friday, November 30, 2007, the life of Monsignor Patrick
J. Wright was celebrated at his funeral Mass at St. Agnes
Church, with the Most Reverend George J. Lucas, D.D., as
principal celebrant and the priests of the Springfield Diocese
as concelebrants.

Ordained to the priesthood on May 29, 1954, and awarded
the Papal Honor, Chaplain to His Holiness, “Monsignor,” on
February 19, 2002, Monsignor
Wright served at St. Patrick’s
Church in Alton, Sacred Heart
Church in Granite City, Ursuline
Convent in Springfield, and St.
Bernard in Wood River. Mon-
signor Wright spent the majority
of his priesthood at St. Agnes
in Springfield, where he served
until 2003. He also served as
Dean to the Springfield Deanery
from 1995 to 2004, and was
named Parochial Administrator
at St. Augustine, Ashland, Illinois
from 2004 until his death.

Monsignor graduated from Blessed Sacrament Grade
School and Cathedral Boys High School, and earned degrees
from St. Ambrose College, St. Mary’s Seminary – Mundelein
and St. Louis University.

Local businesses have collaborated with Sacred Heart-Griffin
High School for a new internship program that assists students
with tuition costs while helping students gain workplace skills.

The internship program, open to juniors and seniors, is work-
ing with Kerber, Eck and Braeckel LLP and Scott and Scott PC
Attorneys at Law. Within the program, students are placed in
firms and work for a designated number of hours. They are then
compensated with a check for a predetermined amount paid
directly to SHG. Upon receipt of the funds from the businesses,
SHG credits the student interns’ tuition accounts.

SHG senior Madison Sullivan is one of the two students chosen
by a panel this year to participate in the internship program. She
works Tuesdays, Wednesdays and Thursdays from 3:30 to 5:00
p.m. On early dismissals or days off, her hours may increase.

“It’s a big commitment, but it’s a unique experience that I think
will pay off in college and when I choose a career,” said Madison.
“The skills I am learning will be really helpful when I apply for
jobs in the future.”

The businesses also are very compliant when it comes to work-
ing around students’ extra-curricular activities and other events.

“I have more than enough time to participate in other activities,
and if something overlaps, Kerber, Eck and Braeckel is great
about making schedule adjustments,” Madison said.

Like Madison, junior Anna Ramirez agrees that her internship
job is very flexible with extra-curricular activities. She said any-
time she needed off for an out of town volleyball game, Scott &
Scott was very accommodating.

Anna works Tuesdays and Thursdays at Scott & Scott law
offices, six hours a week and sometimes extra hours if she’s
needed. Her job responsibilities include answering the phone,
filing papers and running errands for the attorneys and their
secretaries.

“I love working at Scott & Scott,” said Anna. “I know that I am
gaining work knowledge through this internship. I’ve learned how
to be mature in a professional workplace and I’ve learned how to
uphold more intellectual conversations with the people I work
with.”

Because Anna has seventh hour study hall, she leaves early on
the days she is scheduled to work. Although she doesn’t have
study hall to finish her homework, she said Scott & Scott allows
her to work on her homework after she has fulfilled her duties for
the day.

The internship program comes with other benefits as well. The
school provides the interns with their W2s and also pays for their
workers’ compensation insurance. Students are required to
complete course work that, along with the skills they learn in
the workplace, earns them a .5 business elective credit.

“The SHG internship program not only provides a method to
help fund a portion of students’ tuitions, but exposes them to the
wider community where they will learn a wide range of work
experiences and skills necessary in the professional world,” said
Ellie Garvey, head of the internship program. “This program may
even help our student interns create a network of references for
summer jobs, college applications and future employment.”
