Student Fund-Raising Information

The Dinner is on Sunday, March 7, at the West Campus from 11:00 a.m. to 7:00
p.m. Both dining room and carry-out services are available.

The Dinner includes: mostaccioli, meatballs and sauce, salad, garlic bread,
beverages, and dessert.

The Grand Prize for the Raffle is $10,000.00 in cash. There are two additional
cash prizes of $500 each.

The drawing for the Raffle will be on Sunday, March 7, at 7:00 p.m. You need
not be present to win.

Quota

Each student will receive $100.00 worth of dinner tickets and raffle books.
The quota for the first SHG student in a family is $100.00. If there are two
or more current SHG students in the same family, the quota for the first
student will remain $100.00 and the quota for the second or third students
will be $80.00 each. All students from multi-student families are still
encouraged to try to sell all the tickets they receive.

Every student packet includes six (6) adult dinner tickets ($60.00) and four
(4) raffle books ($40.00). If you find it easier to sell dinner tickets rather than
raffle books or raffle books rather than dinner tickets, an exchange can be made.
An adult dinner ticket is $10.00. Children's tickets (ages 5-12) are $5.00
and may be requested in the Main Office. They will be credited toward the
guota. Local and area Alums were intentionally NOT SENT Dinner or Raffle
tickets. Please seek them out because they have been encouraged to buy from
you.

The current financial policy states that “each student is expected to sell the
assigned quota for the Mostaccioli Dinner / Raffle. Any portion of the quota not
met will be charged to the student’s tuition account.” (2009-2010 Student
Planner, Tuition and Fees)

Requests for additional adult Dinner or Raffle tickets and children's Dinner
tickets can be made in the Main Office. Simply complete the form in the Main
Office by Noon and your tickets will be ready to be picked up in the Main Office
after 3:00 p.m. that same day.



Raffle tickets come in a book of 12 tickets. They may be sold individually for
$1.00 each or $10.00 for a book of 12 tickets. REMEMBER to include your
name as the seller.

Collection Days
